PERFORMANCE NOTES
All x noteheads are to be performed with a loud, well-articulated, energetic, shouted
whisper. Sometimes the performer is asked to play and shout-whisper simultaneously in
which case the noteheads are standard style.

Accidentals good for one note only!

Note that the change in tremolo symbol (1-5 strokes) denotes change in speed. Flutist
should flutter tongue on the tremolo.

Flutist plays piccoto from m: 47 through m. 49 only.

Both the live vocal part as well as recorded chant should be performed through a piano
amp or small PA situated among members of the ensemble. Strive for integration of all
vocal and instrumental sounds.

Please note that it may be necessary to use a windscreen on the microphone. Listen for
undesirable notse such-as popping of consonants.

Pronunciation of the vowels in the text is as follows:
a = ah (as in ‘blah’)
e =eh (as in ‘hey’)
i = ee (as in ‘meet’)
o0 =oh (as in ‘oh’)
u = 00 (as in ‘boot’)

The cues for the recorded chant are indicated with solid lines for starting points and
dashed lines for ending points.
